There were two fine examples of uppercut defence in the Mixed Teams event, one taken and one missed.  In 

Round 2, Board 23, West reached the better contract of 3§ (3¦ is not makeable) but the play did not match 

the bidding.  Two spades were cashed and declarer ruffed the third.  All that was needed was to play a heart 

and another, and then ruff the third but declarer was distracted by the club suit which look so inviting.  So a 

club was played to the king and North hesitated a while before taking the Ace.  That might have given a clue to 

where the jack was, but declarer tried to establish by cashing the queen and ruffing to hand instead.  South had 

the presence to ruff with the ten, promoting partner's nine for the setting trick. 

 

In Round 8, Board 2, the bidding went 1¦   ̄1  ̈  ̄2  ̈  ̄3¦  ̄P ̄  5¦  all pass.  West cashed the Ace and 

king of hearts, dropping partner's QJ doubleton, then thought about partner having the singleton ten of clubs.  

But somewhat flummoxed by declarer's 3¦  rebid, decided on the ©safe· exit of the heart ten and declarer 

was home.  To ensure partner ruffs, West need to play a small heart to promote his jack of trumps.
